Overview: "ipGod has given us individual plans and a collective plan as the body of Christ. QAS important as it is to
begin a work, it is equally important to finish that work.

First Things First — Acts 20:24a Q"But I do not consider my life of any account as dear to myself...
“First things first” means putting the right priority on the things in your life. The Apostle Paul looked at his life in light of
serving God. To him God came first. In order to finish strong, you must put first things first!

God's plan is for all of His children to share the gospel message. Paul knew that his ministry was to testify. He wanted
to finish strong!

Shame in the Public - Luke 14:29 & 30 Q"Othen/vise, when he has laid a foundation, and is not able to finish, all who
observe it begin to ridicule him, saying, "This man began to build and was not able to finish.'

People are always watching the Children of God. They see when you begin something in the name of the Lord, then

quietly watch to see if you will finish.
